5 Then he will speak to them in his wrath, and terrify 
them in his fury, saying, 6 “As for me, I have set my King on Zion, my holy hill.”

Psalm 22
1 My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? Why are you so far from saving me, from the words of my groaning? 

2 O my God, I cry by day, but you do not answer, and by night, but I find no rest.

3 Yet you are holy, enthroned on the praises of Israel. 4 In you our fathers trusted; they trusted, and you delivered them. 
5 To you they cried and were rescued; in you they trusted and were not put to shame.

6 But I am a worm and not a man, scorned by mankind and despised by the people.  
7 All who see me mock me; they make mouths at me; they wag their heads;  
8 “He trusts in the Lord; let him deliver him; let him rescue him, for he delights in him!”

9 Yet you are he who took me from the womb; you made me trust you at my mother’s breasts.  
10 On you was I cast from my birth, and from my mother’s womb you have been my God.  
11 Be not far from me, for trouble is near, and there is none to help.

12 Many bulls encompass me; strong bulls of Bashan surround me;  
13 they open wide their mouths at me, like a ravening and roaring lion.

14 I am poured out like water, and all my bones are out of joint; my heart is like wax; it is melted within my breast; 
15 my strength is dried up like a potsherd, and my tongue sticks to my jaws; you lay me in the dust of death.

16 For dogs encompass me; a company of evildoers encircles me; they have pierced my hands and feet—  
17 I can count all my bones—they stare and gloat over me;  
18 they divide my garments among them, and for my clothing they cast lots.

19 But you, O Lord, do not be far off! O you my help, come quickly to my aid!   
20 Deliver my soul from the sword, my precious life from the power of the dog!  
21Save me from the mouth of the lion! You have rescued me from the horns of the wild oxen!

22 I will tell of your name to my brothers; in the midst of the congregation I will praise you: 23 You who fear the Lord, 
praise him! All you offspring of Jacob, glorify him, and stand in awe of him, all you offspring of Israel!  
24 For he has not despised or abhorred the affliction of the afflicted, and he has not hidden his face from him,  
but has heard, when he cried to him.

25 From you comes my praise in the great congregation; my vows I will perform before those who fear him. 
26 The afflicted shall eat and be satisfied; those who seek him shall praise the Lord! May your hearts live forever!

27All the ends of the earth shall remember and turn to the Lord, and all the families of the nations shall worship before you. 
28 For kingship belongs to the Lord, and he rules over the nations. 

29All the prosperous of the earth eat and worship; before him shall bow all who go down to the dust, even the one 
who could not keep himself alive. 30 Posterity shall serve him; it shall be told of the Lord to the coming generation; 
31they shall come and proclaim his righteousness to a people yet unborn, that he has done it.

Psalm 40
1I waited patiently for the Lord; he inclined to me and heard my cry. 2 He drew me up from the pit of destruction, out of 
the miry bog, and set my feet upon a rock, making my steps secure. 3 He put a new song in my mouth, a song of praise 
to our God. Many will see and fear, and put their trust in the Lord. 

4 Blessed is the man who makes the Lord his trust, who does not turn to the proud, to those who go astray after a lie!  
5 You have multiplied, O Lord my God, your wondrous deeds and your thoughts toward us; none can compare with you!  
I will proclaim and tell of them, yet they are more than can be told. 

6 In sacrifice and offering you have not delighted, but you have given me an open ear. Burnt offering and sin offering 
you have not required. 7 Then I said, “Behold, I have come; in the scroll of the book it is written of me:  
8 I delight to do your will, O my God; your law is within my heart.” 

9 I have told the glad news of deliverance in the great congregation; behold, I have not restrained my lips, as you know, 
O Lord. 10 I have not hidden your deliverance within my heart; I have spoken of your faithfulness and your salvation;  
I have not concealed your steadfast love and your faithfulness from the great congregation. 

11As for you, O Lord, you will not restrain your mercy from me; your steadfast love and your faithfulness will ever 
preserve me! 12 For evils have encompassed me beyond number; my iniquities have overtaken me, and I cannot see; 
they are more than the hairs of my head; my heart fails me. 

13 Be pleased, O Lord, to deliver me! O Lord, make haste to help me! 14 Let those be put to shame and disappointed 
altogether who seek to snatch away my life; let those be turned back and brought to dishonor who delight in my hurt!  
15 Let those be appalled because of their shame who say to me, “Aha, Aha!” 

16 But may all who seek you rejoice and be glad in you; may those who love your salvation say continually,  
“Great is the Lord!” 17As for me, I am poor and needy, but the Lord takes thought for me. You are my help and my 
deliverer; do not delay, O my God!

Psalm 45
1 My heart overflows with a pleasing theme; I address my verses to the king; my tongue is like the pen of a ready 
scribe. 2 You are the most handsome of the sons of men; grace is poured upon your lips; therefore God has blessed 
you forever. 3 Gird your sword on your thigh, O mighty one, in your splendor and majesty! 

4 In your majesty ride out victoriously for the cause of truth and meekness and righteousness; let your right hand 
teach you awesome deeds! 5 Your arrows are sharp in the heart of the king’s enemies; the peoples fall under you. 

6 Your throne, O God, is forever and ever. The scepter of your kingdom is a scepter of uprightness; 7 you have 
loved righteousness and hated wickedness. Therefore God, your God, has anointed you with the oil of gladness 
beyond your companions; 8 your robes are all fragrant with myrrh and aloes and cassia. From ivory palaces 
stringed instruments make you glad; 9 daughters of kings are among your ladies of honor; at your right hand 
stands the queen in gold of Ophir. 

10 Hear, O daughter, and consider, and incline your ear: forget your people and your father’s house,  
11 and the king will desire your beauty. Since he is your lord, bow to him.  
12 The people of Tyre will seek your favor with gifts, the richest of the people.

13 All glorious is the princess in her chamber, with robes interwoven with gold.  

14 In many-colored robes she is led to the king, with her virgin companions following behind her.  

15 With joy and gladness they are led along as they enter the palace of the king.

16 In place of your fathers shall be your sons; you will make them princes in all the earth. 

17 I will cause your name to be remembered in all generations; therefore nations will praise you forever and ever.

Christ, The Giver of Good Gifts
July 12, 2026

Psalm 68
1 God shall arise, his enemies shall be scattered; and those who hate him shall flee before him! 2 As smoke is driven 
away, so you shall drive them away; as wax melts before fire, so the wicked shall perish before God! 3 But the 
righteous shall be glad; they shall exult before God; they shall be jubilant with joy!

4 Sing to God, sing praises to his name; lift up a song to him who rides through the deserts; his name is the Lord; exult 
before him! 5 Father of the fatherless and protector of widows is God in his holy habitation. 6 God settles the solitary 
in a home; he leads out the prisoners to prosperity, but the rebellious dwell in a parched land. 

7 O God, when you went out before your people, when you marched through the wilderness, Selah

8 the earth quaked, the heavens poured down rain, before God, the One of Sinai, before God, the God of Israel.  
9 Rain in abundance, O God, you shed abroad; you restored your inheritance as it languished; 10 your flock found a 
dwelling in it; in your goodness, O God, you provided for the needy.

11The Lord gives the word; the women who announce the news are a great host: 12 “The kings of the armies—they flee, 
they flee!” The women at home divide the spoil—13 though you men lie among the sheepfolds—the wings of a dove 
covered with silver, its pinions with shimmering gold. 14 When the Almighty scatters kings there, let snow fall on Zalmon.

15 O mountain of God, mountain of Bashan; O many-peaked mountain, mountain of Bashan! 16 Why do you look 
with hatred, O many-peaked mountain, at the mount that God desired for his abode, yes, where the Lord will dwell 
forever? 17 The chariots of God are twice ten thousand, thousands upon thousands; the Lord is among them; Sinai 
is now in the sanctuary. 18 You ascended on high, leading a host of captives in your train and receiving gifts among 
men, even among the rebellious, that the Lord God may dwell there.

19 Blessed be the Lord, who daily bears us up; God is our salvation. Selah

20 Our God is a God of salvation, and to God, the Lord, belong deliverances from death. 21 But God will strike the 
heads of his enemies, the hairy crown of him who walks in his guilty ways. 22 The Lord said, “I will bring them back 
from Bashan, I will bring them back from the depths of the sea, 23 that you may strike your feet in their blood, that the 
tongues of your dogs may have their portion from the foe.”

24 Your procession is seen, O God, the procession of my God, my King, into the sanctuary—25 the singers in front, the 
musicians last, between them virgins playing tambourines: 26 “Bless God in the great congregation, the Lord, O you 
who are of Israel’s fountain!” 27 There is Benjamin, the least of them, in the lead, the princes of Judah in their throng, 
the princes of Zebulun, the princes of Naphtali.

28 Summon your power, O God, the power, O God, by which you have worked for us. 29 Because of your temple 
at Jerusalem kings shall bear gifts to you. 30 Rebuke the beasts that dwell among the reeds, the herd of bulls with 
the calves of the peoples. Trample underfoot those who lust after tribute; scatter the peoples who delight in war. 
31Nobles shall come from Egypt; Cush shall hasten to stretch out her hands to God.

32 O kingdoms of the earth, sing to God; sing praises to the Lord, Selah

33 to him who rides in the heavens, the ancient heavens; behold, he sends out his voice, his mighty voice. 34 Ascribe 
power to God, whose majesty is over Israel, and whose power is in the skies. 35 Awesome is God from his sanctuary; 
the God of Israel—he is the one who gives power and strength to his people. Blessed be God!

Christ, Chosen of David’s Line
July 19, 2026

Psalm 69
1 Save me, O God! For the waters have come up to my neck. 2 I sink in deep mire, where there is no foothold; I have 
come into deep waters, and the flood sweeps over me. 3 I am weary with my crying out; my throat is parched. My eyes 
grow dim with waiting for my God.

4 More in number than the hairs of my head are those who hate me without cause; mighty are those who would destroy 
me, those who attack me with lies. What I did not steal must I now restore? 5 O God, you know my folly; the wrongs I 
have done are not hidden from you.

6 Let not those who hope in you be put to shame through me, O Lord God of hosts; let not those who seek you be 
brought to dishonor through me, O God of Israel. 7 For it is for your sake that I have borne reproach, that dishonor has 
covered my face. 8 I have become a stranger to my brothers, an alien to my mother’s sons.

9 For zeal for your house has consumed me, and the reproaches of those who reproach you have fallen on me. 10 When 
I wept and humbled my soul with fasting, it became my reproach. 11When I made sackcloth my clothing, I became a 
byword to them. 12 I am the talk of those who sit in the gate, and the drunkards make songs about me.

13 But as for me, my prayer is to you, O Lord. At an acceptable time, O God, in the abundance of your steadfast love 
answer me in your saving faithfulness. 14 Deliver me from sinking in the mire; let me be delivered from my enemies and 
from the deep waters. 15 Let not the flood sweep over me, or the deep swallow me up, or the pit close its mouth over me.

16 Answer me, O Lord, for your steadfast love is good; according to your abundant mercy, turn to me. 17 Hide not your 
face from your servant, for I am in distress; make haste to answer me. 18 Draw near to my soul, redeem me; ransom me 
because of my enemies!

19 You know my reproach, and my shame and my dishonor; my foes are all known to you. 20 Reproaches have broken 
my heart, so that I am in despair. I looked for pity, but there was none, and for comforters, but I found none. 21They gave 
me poison for food, and for my thirst they gave me sour wine to drink.

22 Let their own table before them become a snare; and when they are at peace, let it become a trap. 23 Let their eyes 
be darkened, so that they cannot see, and make their loins tremble continually. 24 Pour out your indignation upon them, 
and let your burning anger overtake them. 25 May their camp be a desolation; let no one dwell in their tents. 26 For they 
persecute him whom you have struck down, and they recount the pain of those you have wounded. 27 Add to them 
punishment upon punishment; may they have no acquittal from you. 28 Let them be blotted out of the book of the living; 
let them not be enrolled among the righteous.

29 But I am afflicted and in pain; let your salvation, O God, set me on high! 30 I will praise the name of God with a song; 
I will magnify him with thanksgiving. 31This will please the Lord more than an ox or a bull with horns and hoofs. 32 When 
the humble see it they will be glad; you who seek God, let your hearts revive. 33 For the Lord hears the needy and does 
not despise his own people who are prisoners.

34 Let heaven and earth praise him, the seas and everything that moves in them. 35 For God will save Zion and build up 
the cities of Judah, and people shall dwell there and possess it; 36 the offspring of his servants shall inherit it, and those 
who love his name shall dwell in it.

Psalm 89

2 For I said, “Steadfast love will be built up forever; in the heavens you will establish your faithfulness.” 3 You have said, 

“I have made a covenant with my chosen one; I have sworn to David my servant: 4 ‘I will establish your offspring forever, 
and build your throne for all generations.’” Selah 5 Let the heavens praise your wonders, O Lord, your faithfulness in 
the assembly of the holy ones! 6 For who in the skies can be compared to the Lord? Who among the heavenly beings is 
like the Lord, 7a God greatly to be feared in the council of the holy ones, and awesome above all who are around him?

strong is your hand, high your right hand. 14 Righteousness and justice are the foundation of your throne; steadfast love 
and faithfulness go before you. 15 Blessed are the people who know the festal shout, who walk, O Lord, in the light of 
your face, 16 who exult in your name all the day and in your righteousness are exalted. 17 For you are the glory of their 
strength; by your favor our horn is exalted. 18 For our shield belongs to the Lord, our king to the Holy One of Israel. 19 Of 
old you spoke in a vision to your godly one, and said: “I have granted help to one who is mighty; I have exalted one 
chosen from the people. 20 I have found David, my servant; with my holy oil I have anointed him, 21so that my hand shall 
be established with him; my arm also shall strengthen him. 22 The enemy shall not outwit him; the wicked shall not humble 
him. 23 I will crush his foes before him and strike down those who hate him. 24My faithfulness and my steadfast love shall 
be with him, and in my name shall his horn be exalted. 25 I will set his hand on the sea and his right hand on the rivers. 26 

He shall cry to me, ‘You are my Father, my God, and the Rock of my salvation.’ 27 And I will make him the firstborn, the 
highest of the kings of the earth. 28 My steadfast love I will keep for him forever, and my covenant will stand firm for him. 
29 I will establish his offspring forever and his throne as the days of the heavens. 30 If his children forsake my law and do 
not walk according to my rules, 31if they violate my statutes and do not keep my commandments, 32 then I will punish their 
transgression with the rod and their iniquity with stripes, 33 but I will not remove from him my steadfast love or be false 
to my faithfulness. 34 I will not violate my covenant or alter the word that went forth from my lips. 35 Once for all I have 
sworn by my holiness; I will not lie to David. 36 His offspring shall endure forever, his throne as long as the sun before 
me. 37 Like the moon it shall be established forever, a faithful witness in the skies.” Selah 38 But now you have cast off and 
rejected; you are full of wrath against your anointed. 39 You have renounced the covenant with your servant; you have 
defiled his crown in the dust. 40 You have breached all his walls; you have laid his strongholds in ruins. 41All who pass by 
plunder him; he has become the scorn of his neighbors. 42 You have exalted the right hand of his foes; you have made 
all his enemies rejoice. 43 You have also turned back the edge of his sword, and you have not made him stand in battle. 
44 You have made his splendor to cease and cast his throne to the ground. 45 You have cut short the days of his youth; 
you have covered him with shame. Selah 46 How long, O Lord? Will you hide yourself forever? How long will your wrath 
burn like fire? 47 Remember how short my time is! For what vanity you have created all the children of man! 48 What man 
can live and never see death? Who can deliver his soul from the power of Sheol? Selah 49 Lord, where is your steadfast 
love of old, which by your faithfulness you swore to David? 50 Remember, O Lord, how your servants are mocked, and 
how I bear in my heart the insults of all the many nations, 51with which your enemies mock, O Lord, with which they 
mock the footsteps of your anointed. 52 Blessed be the Lord forever!

Christ, Who Calms our Storms
August 9, 2026

Psalm 107
1 Oh give thanks to the Lord, for he is good, for his steadfast love endures forever! 2 Let the redeemed of the Lord say so, 
whom he has redeemed from trouble 3 and gathered in from the lands, from the east and from the west, from the north 
and from the south. 

4 Some wandered in desert wastes, finding no way to a city to dwell in; 5 hungry and thirsty, their soul fainted within them. 
6 Then they cried to the Lord in their trouble, and he delivered them from their distress. 7He led them by a straight way till 
they reached a city to dwell in. 8 Let them thank the Lord for his steadfast love, for his wondrous works to the children of 
man! 9For he satisfies the longing soul, and the hungry soul he fills with good things. 

10 Some sat in darkness and in the shadow of death, prisoners in affliction and in irons, 11 for they had rebelled against 
the words of God, and spurned the counsel of the Most High. 12 So he bowed their hearts down with hard labor; they 
fell down, with none to help. 13 Then they cried to the Lord in their trouble, and he delivered them from their distress.  
14 He brought them out of darkness and the shadow of death, and burst their bonds apart. 15 Let them thank the Lord for 
his steadfast love, for his wondrous works to the children of man! 16 For he shatters the doors of bronze and cuts in two 
the bars of iron. 

17Some were fools through their sinful ways, and because of their iniquities suffered affliction; 18 they loathed any kind of 
food, and they drew near to the gates of death. 19 Then they cried to the Lord in their trouble, and he delivered them from 
their distress. 20 He sent out his word and healed them, and delivered them from their destruction. 21 Let them thank the 
Lord for his steadfast love, for his wondrous works to the children of man! 22 And let them offer sacrifices of thanksgiving, 
and tell of his deeds in songs of joy! 

23 Some went down to the sea in ships, doing business on the great waters; 24 they saw the deeds of the Lord, his 
wondrous works in the deep. 25 For he commanded and raised the stormy wind, which lifted up the waves of the sea.  
26 They mounted up to heaven; they went down to the depths; their courage melted away in their evil plight;  
27they reeled and staggered like drunken men and were at their wits’ end. 28 Then they cried to the Lord in their trouble, 
and he delivered them from their distress. 29 He made the storm be still, and the waves of the sea were hushed.  
30 Then they were glad that the waters were quiet, and he brought them to their desired haven. 31 Let them thank the Lord 
for his steadfast love, for his wondrous works to the children of man! 32 Let them extol him in the congregation of the 
people, and praise him in the assembly of the elders. 

33 He turns rivers into a desert, springs of water into thirsty ground, 34 a fruitful land into a salty waste, because of the 
evil of its inhabitants. 35 He turns a desert into pools of water, a parched land into springs of water. 36 And there he 
lets the hungry dwell, and they establish a city to live in; 37they sow fields and plant vineyards and get a fruitful yield. 
38 By his blessing they multiply greatly, and he does not let their livestock diminish. 

39When they are diminished and brought low through oppression, evil, and sorrow, 40 he pours contempt on princes and 
makes them wander in trackless wastes; 41but he raises up the needy out of affliction and makes their families like flocks. 
42 The upright see it and are glad, and all wickedness shuts its mouth. 

43 Whoever is wise, let him attend to these things; let them consider the steadfast love of the Lord.

Call to Worship

Songs of Praise  
Singing songs in worship is one way we express our admiration for God—we want 
to give God credit for all of the amazing things he does and has done and will do!

Confession of Faith  
In the Confession of Faith we tell God what we know is true about him, and tell 
him we believe it.

�Confession of Sin 
This is when we tell God where we’ve fallen short of his glory, both by doing 
things that don’t honor him and by not doing things that do honor him.

Assurance of Pardon 
We hear the Assurance of Pardon to remember that if we have put our trust in 
Jesus, we can be sure he has forgiven us forever.

Passing the Peace 
This is the moment in the worship service when we greet other believers in the 
body of Christ—people we know and people we haven’t met yet.

Prayer 
A time for us to pour out our hearts to God by talking to God and listening to 
him. We can pray by ourselves, with other people, and with the whole church.



Reading the Word  
This is when we hear someone read directly from Scripture. Whenever we read 
Scripture, we are encountering the very words of God himself.

Hearing the Word 
This is when the congregation listens to the pastor give a sermon from God’s 
Word. This is one of the regular ways God’s promises meet us each week to 
remind us who he is and what he has done. 

Taking the Offering

Sacrament 
Sacraments are visible, holy signs of spiritual truths, given to the church by God. 
In our church, we practice two sacraments: Baptism and Communion. When we, 
as a church, practice them, God helps us understand more clearly the promises 
and power of the gospel.

Doxology  
Here we sing one last song of praise to God: Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.

Benediction 
This is a blessing of God’s word spoken over God’s people as we are sent back 
into our homes, schools and workplaces.
